Dear Parents,

WELCOME TO FIRST GRADE!  I would like to give you this information sheet to keep handy so your child will be prepared for school everyday.

ARRIVAL AND DISMISSAL:

The first bell rings at 7:45 and the children may enter through the front doors and come directly to the classroom.  The late bell rings at 8:00.  Please do not to come to the classroom with your child; this helps them learn independence.  
Unless you are registered for After Care, your child must be picked up out front at 3:00.  We line up at the curb, next to the flagpole. We are not able to provide supervision for your child after 3:15, and teachers are not on duty after 3:15.  

FOLDERS 
The St. Pius folder will be sent home every day and should be returned to school the next day.   Please review the contents and empty it each night.  
WORKBOOKS: 

Please cover each workbook with clear Contact paper.  This extends the life of the books.  

READING COPYBOOKS

The reading copybook will come home every night and must be sent back to school everyday.  The reading words in the book should be practiced every night.  Please do not allow writing in this book at home.  You may want to make flashcards with the words to make it more fun for your child to practice. 

HOMEWORK:

The children write their homework assignments in their homework copybooks.  Please check your child’s homework each night and initial it upon completion.  Homework is posted nightly on the website.  

LUNCH: 

Lunch is 12:00–12:40.  Please provide a lunch and drink unless you have signed up for the milk program.  The children eat from 12:00-12:25.  They go outside for recess from 12:25-12:40.  

We will notify you when the hot lunch program will begin.

LUNCHTIME BEHAVIOR: 

Children must obey lunchtime rules and be respectful of the lunch parents.  Our lunch parents are important to us and we want them to be treated as such.  

SNACKS:

We have snack each day.  Please provide a snack and drink each day, even on half days.

BIRTHDAYS:
You may send in a snack- cupcakes, cookies, etc. to celebrate your child’s birthday.  Birthday invitations may not be distributed in school.  Please see the September newsletter (on website) for more information about birthdays.

• Plaid jumper or navy shorts (Flynn & O’Hara) with plain leather belt

• Navy blue button down cardigan (w/logo – Flynn & O’Hara)

• White crew socks

• Tied tan, suede Buc shoes
Girls Grades 1-4 – Winter/Dress Uniform

• White short or long sleeved Peter Pan collared shirt

• Plaid jumper or navy pants (Navy pants only an option with the winter uniform, not with the dress uniform)

• Navy blue button down cardigan (w/logo – Flynn & O’Hara)

• Navy cotton, ribbed tights or navy, ribbed knee highs (no crew socks)

• Tied tan, suede Buc shoes
VOLUNTEERS:
If you would like to be a volunteer, such as a lunch parent or a chaperone on a field trip, you must complete the STAND training, which can be found online at http://www.archbalt.org/about-us/child-youth-protection/index.cfm. 
As per Archdiocesan policy, no one may be in the classroom unless they are STAND trained.

· The class parents will keep you informed about class parties and other functions.  You are invited to join us for these events.

· Lunch parents are needed from 12:00 to 12:40 each day.  If you are STAND certified and would like to help with this once a week, every 2 weeks or even once a month, please send in a note.
